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“Within a period of about 2 years and 9 months (i.e. from
1 November 2000 to 2 August 2003), you lodged a total of 19
complaints (including the “Present Complaints™) with this Office.
Out of these, 9 complaints were lodged against CSB,
3 complaints against the Judiciary and 7 complaints against the
Department. We have concluded 6 complaints under section
39(2)(d) of the Ordinance where investigation was considered
unnecessary and 2 complaints under section 47(3) where no
contravention was found after a full investigation. Besides, we
have also concluded 5 complaints under section 39(2)(c) where
the complaints were found to be frivolous and/or vexatious and/or
not made in good faith.

In addition, you had lodged 6 appeals with the AAB [EJ{T¥ I
5722 B ] against my decisions and all the appeals were struck

out by the AAB by reason of your non-compliance with its
order.”

“Although the Ordinance confers upon an individual the right to
lodge a complaint in relation to any infringement of his/her
N privacy in relation to his/her personal data, it is also the obvious
legislative intent behind section 39(2)(c) that such right to lodge
complaints must not be abused. In particular, | take the view that
complaints must not be used as a tool by a party to harass another
party who happens to be a data user, where the true issue between
P the parties is really one not concerning privacy in personal data,
and for which some other redress mechanism would be more
appropriate.

In the light of the information available to me from all the
R complaints you have made, it is obvious that the true grievance

you had against the Department related primarily to your

previous employment with the Department, and not to the
S infringement of your privacy in your personal data as such.
Indeed, whatever the nature of your grievance, your behaviour in
lodging numerous complaints against your previous employers
(i.e. the Judiciary and the Department) and CSB relating to
matters of similar nature could not be regarded as reasonable.
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Regarding DAR 1 [EIZ% 1 JH# B & kI E K] in the Present
Complaints, we have obtained Ms LO Siu-yin’s confirmation that
she had not made the witness statement as alleged by you. 1 also
take note of the fact that the Department had responded to all of
your other data access requests. In considering the situation, |
have taken into account the fact that, strictly speaking, without an
investigation of the Present Complaints (and, indeed, every other
complaint made or to be made by you), I cannot rule out the
possibility of there having been a contravention on the part of the
Department, at least in the technical sense. However, in
accordance with the spirit of section 39(2)(c) and Section (B) of
our Complaint Handling Policy, | consider your habitual and
persistent complaints (including the Present Complaints) against
your employing departments (i.e. Judiciary and the Department)
and related party (i.e. CSB) to be frivolous and/or vexatious
and/or not made in good faith.
